London- Delhi- Bhartapur- Ranthambore Tiger Reserve- Delhi- London

Day one — Wednesday 22 Februray 2023 Fly to Delhi

Departure London on BA 257 for Delhi, dep at 1845hrs. We will fly directly with BA to Delhi a
great way to travel, arriving in Delhi on Thursday morning.

Day two — Thursday 23 Februray 2023 Delhi

Arrival Delhi at 0850 hrs. Meeting, assistance on arrival and transfer to Hotel Shangrila Eros.
Rest of the day free to relax. Late afternoon a short drive to Lodhi Garden for some fresh air

Day three - Friday 24 Februray 2023 Drive to Bharatpur — Keoladeo National Park

After breakfast, drive to Bharatpur Bird Sanctury for 04 nights stay at The Bagh (Deluxe Room).
Afternoon a guided birdwatching tour with local expert guide Brijendra Singh. Keoladeo
national park in Bharatpur is one of the best places in the world to get close to a fantastic
array of wetland species. A photographers dream if you love water birds! November to March
is a great time to photograph birds such as Painted Stork, Asian Open-billed Stork and many
other nesting birds as this is the time of year, they nest close to the birding tracks.

Day four — Saturday 25 Februray 2023 Keoladeo National Park

Our second full day photography and birdwatching tour inside Keoladeo national park with
packed lunch from hotel.

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Day six — Monday 27 Februray 2023 Day trip to Chambal River

An early morning drive north to the wonder Chambal River followed by a two-hour boat safari
on the river guided by our local expert naturalist. Here birds such as River Tern and Indian
Skimmer mingle with Gharial, a fantastic fish-eating crocodile, Mugger Crocodiles and if we
are lucky, we may even see a rare Gangetic Dolphin. Return to Bharatpur for overnight stay
at The Bagh.

Day seven — Tuesday 28 Februray 2023 To Ranthambore National Park

Late morning drive to Ranthambore National Park for a four night stay at The Sawai Vilas
(Luxury Villa). Ranthambore is one of the prime project tiger reserves. The locale is
spectacular, with the rugged Vindhya hills, highland boulder plateaus, and lakes & rivers
providing a home to hundreds of species of birds, mammals, and reptiles.



At your leisure you can relax in the hotel or explore Ranthambore Fort. The 1000-year-old fort
is atop a hill and is a spectacular military bastion.

Day eight — Wednesday 01 March 2023 Ranthambore National Park

Our second full day photography and birdwatching tour inside Ranthambore national park
with packed lunch from hotel.

Day nine — Wednesday 01 March 2023 Ranthambore National Park

Ranthambore is noted for a visible tiger and leopard population. There are about 25 species
of mammals including caracal, fishing cat, leopard cat, wild cat, jungle cat, civet, langur
monkey, sloth bear, wild boar, sambar deer, spotted deer, Indian gazelle, nilgai antelope,
golden jackal, Bengal fox and striped hyena. There are more than 240 species of colourful
birds.

Day ten — Friday 03 March 2023 Ranthambore National Park

Full day of Jungle activities: early morning & afternoon game drives in to the national park in
jeeps. The variety of habitat gives rise to a wonderful mix of animals to spot — the grassland
plateau is home to the Gaur (Indian bison) and four-horned Antelope, whilst in dense clumps
of forest shy jungle cat and civet roam. Here Project Tiger is actively pursuing conservation
projects in the park, increasing the chance to see Tiger.

Day eleven — Saturday 04 March 2023 Drive to Jaipur & Fly to Delhi

Leave Ranthambore after breakfast for Jaipur airport. Fly Jaipur-Delhi by Indigo airlines (
14:20- 15:20. Transfer to Hotel Radisson Blue near International airport for a free afternoon
and overnight stay.

Day twelve — Sunday 05 March 2023 International Departure

Departure transfer to Delhi airport to fly home by Direct British Airways flight BA256 at 11:05
to arrive London at 15:10.
